The idea of Rotary was brought to Ireland by William Stuart Morrow, who re-
turned from the United States to his native land in 1911 - just six years after the 
first Rotary meeting in Chicago in 1905. In conjunction with his brother-in-law, Wil-
liam A. McConnell, Morrow formed the Dublin Club 2/22/1911, the 65th Rotary 
Club.  Soon after the RC of Belfast was formed 7/24/1944.  The Dublin Rotary Club 
is the first club to have been established outside of the North American Continent 
and has a long and distinguished record of hospitality.  The Club meets every Mon-
day (except on national holidays) at 12.45 pm in Grand Canal Hotel, Ballsbridge, 
Dublin 4.
